Task: Look at the world around you to find examples of the terms and concepts of Human Geography. Use your camera or cell phone to capture examples of the terms for the unit or the concepts and models that we are studying. 

Download and create a 5X7 or 8X10 image. 

Before you print, label the image with the term or concept AND credit yourself. 

Print and submit for our Concept Photo Wall.  

Most accurate portrayal for each term will be awarded 5 extra credit points at the end of the 9 weeks. 

Only one image for each concept will be accepted, so think outside the box and try to find the hard to find concepts and terms.
