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Assume the role of a person fighting in World War I.  Write a postcard home or to a friend in another village/town describing the events you have “witnessed” at the front.  Describe the central ideas about and surrounding the event, such as time, place, causes, results, impact on somebody and/or everybody.  Find an image for the reverse side of the postcard that includes visuals, maps, or other graphics that are historically accurate for WWI. It should appear to be a “snapshot” from the front.
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The back of the postcard should provide a place for the stamp, address (on the right), and a description of the front picture(s), and space for the note (on the left).  





For our purposes, the space for the note will take up two-thirds or more of the back.  Therefore leave only a small space foe the address.











On the front include a picture that highlights the event.  
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When you fold the paper in half your written message should start at the top of the page as does the picture on the reverse side.
