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Publishing a Historical Magazine


Your historical magazine will focus on one of the following periods: the Renaissance, the Reformation, or the Scientific Revolution. Your articles should highlight some the major achievements of the period, such as art, architecture, religion, education, business, science and technology. 


Your magazine should include an introductory letter from the editor, a table of contents with a timeline of key events, profiles of three important figures, and a concluding article that summarizes the lasting impact of these accomplishments in history.


You may use your creativity in creating your magazine, but it should have the “look and feel” of a news magazine with headlines, pictures with captions, illustrations, cartoons, maps, timelines, graphs, diagrams, etc. Your magazine may be laboriously hand drawn as written works of the day were done, or it may be computer generated to create the look of a work from that period. Be sure that, whichever method you use, your work is legible and checked for spelling and grammar. 


Plan with your group members before you begin to write and design your final magazine. You should sketch out your layout on the layout sheet to make sure that the content flows and has a consistent appearance. All members are responsible for their individual parts and the final completed project. Do your part, and do it well.


Your finished magazine should satisfy all the requirements. It should thoroughly and accurately cover the important historical features. It should be appealing to capture the reader’s interest, and it should be a product that you and your group feel is your very best effort.


Things to Consider:

Cover



1. Create a title that reflects the time.



2. Choose a picture or illustration will best reflect the time and your articles.



3. Remember to cite (somewhere inside) the source of your picture, if not hand drawn.

      Table of Contents


1. What should this look like? Look for examples.


2. Will you include the titles and authors, or just titles?


3. Will you use teaser pictures for some of the articles?

Timeline


1. How will the timeline look?


2. Be sure to identify events from the feature articles to include.


3. What visuals can you include? How many will be enough, but not too many?

Introductory Letter


1. What do you want the reader to know about your publication and its contents?


2. Use this opportunity to give any background for the time.


3. Do you need a visual?

Profiles


1. How will you identify 3 significant people from this time?


2. What criteria will you use?


3. What information should you include?


4. What would be the best images to support the profiles?

Articles


1. What topics do you want to feature. Choose different topics for each article.


    (urban life, education, art, religion, technology, business, science, architecture)


2. What does a feature article look like? Look for examples in Time or Newsweek


3. What visuals might be included to help tell your story? Cite these.

Concluding Article


1. What are the key ideas from the profiles and feature articles? Look for themes.


2. How can you tie all this together for the reader?


3. What images would be helpful to convey your message?
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
